Overview

The Rising Star Scholarship was established in 2009 by the PRSA California Inland

Criteria
To be eligible for this scholarship, you MUST meet all of the following criteria:

e Full-time student at an accredited four-year college or university based in the
Inland Empire or an Inland Empire resident commuting to and enrolled at an
adjacent campus with a junior or senior status in the upcoming academic year

e Be a member in good standing of PRSSA

e Major in public relations, communications, journalism or a related field

e Hold a minimum 3.0 cumulative GPA (4.0 scale)

When submitting this application, all applicants must include an official college
transcript obtained from the Registrar’s Office.

Please make sure to carefully review that your application is complete and error free.
The application will be reviewed by public relations professionals from throughout the
region and will be held to a high professional standard.
